of the true spirit of Islam is a widely known fact. For, the Holy Prophet (sa) famously 
stated: 

 

 

“Allah shall raise for this Ummah at the head of every century a man who shall 
renew (or revive) for it its religion.” (Abu Dawud). 

As you know, we are living through the 15th century of the Hijrah 
Calendar. As stated above, Allah (twa) had raised Mujaddidin (Divine Reformers) in 
the past centuries in accordance with the promise contained in the Holy Qur’an and 
as per the glad tidings vouchsafed to the Holy Prophet of Islam (sa).
